OFFICIAL RULES & REGULATIONS FOR 2008 HONORARY MAYOR’S RACE 

Note: Mention of Apollo Beach Chamber of Commerce within this document herein referred to as “ABCC”

1.
To enter the Honorary Mayor’s race, entry forms must be completed and returned along with a registration donation of $25.00 to the chamber office.
2.
Candidate must live or work in the Apollo Beach 33572 zip code.  
3.
Candidate must be 18 years of age or older.

4.
Candidate to be approved by the Apollo Beach Chamber of Commerce Board of Directors.

5.
Candidates for Honorary Mayor shall be of good character and able to attest to having no involvement at any time in any act of moral turpitude.  Candidates shall have no Felony Criminal Record (convictions) and be able to attest that there are no criminal charges pending or threatened.  Candidates shall not have performed any act or engaged in any activity or employment that is or could reasonably be characterized as dishonest, immoral, or indecent.  

6.
Applications for Honorary Mayor including application donation, must be submitted NO LATER THAN 4:00 PM on MARCH 28th, 2008 to the ABCC office located at 222 Flamingo Drive, Apollo Beach, Florida.  The race will officially begin upon submission and approval of the application listed below, and will end at 2:00PM on Tuesday, June 24th.  

7.
Votes- Each $1.00 contribution made to a Candidate will be counted in a “Point” system.  Monies collected will be given a declining number of points as the race nears completion in order to deter candidates from delaying submission of their collected monies to ABCC (“sandbagging”). Donations should be made payable to ABCC. All monies collected will be turned in to the Chamber Office during office hours.
IMPORTANT!!!!!  Points awarded for monetary donations will be weighted as follows:


A) Monies turned in on or before 2:00PM Wednesday, April 30th 2008

Each $1.00 = 3 Points


B) Monies turned in after 2PM April 30th and BEFORE 2:00PM Friday, May 30th, 2008

Each $1.00 = 2 Points
C) Monies turned in after 2PM May 30th and NO LATER THAN 2:00PM Tuesday, June 24th, 2008

Each $1.00 = 1 Points

The Candidate receiving the most POINTS will become Honorary Mayor of Apollo Beach for one (1) year term beginning June 26th, 2008.
8.
Money collected by the candidates will be counted and verified at the the chamber office. The candidate WILL BE ISSUED A RECEIPT for the dollar amount submitted and points awarded! 

Final Tabulation of money submitted by all the candidates (NO LATER THAN 2:00PM Tuesday, June 24th, 2008) shall be conducted by the Honorary Mayor Committee Chair, the Executive Board Treasurer, AND in the presence of a witness.  The committee shall request that the candidates put forth and identify all money being submitted for tabulation. When all candidates have submitted their money, the committee shall announce that the submission is closed and the tabulation will begin.  Any funds withheld by a candidate after the official tabulation will not be counted as points, and will be considered property of the ABCC.

MONTHLY STATUS REPORT OF CANDIDATE’S CAMPAIGN PROGRESS
In an effort to encourage a spirited competition between the candidates, two (2) status reports will be issued which indicate the total number of points each candidate has collected up to the last collection deadline listed above (see “Points awarded for monetary donations”). The first report will be available by 10:00AM on Thursday, May 1st; The second status report will be available no later than 10:00 AM on Monday, June 2nd. 
10.
The winner will be announced at the Installation Banquet, Thursday, June 26, 2008.  The term of office is one (1) year beginning on June 26th 2008, and ending on June 25th 2009.  
11.  
The purpose of the Honorary Mayor’s Race is to act as a charity fund raiser and to promote community spirit.  Family-oriented and community events are encouraged. The Candidates are encouraged to use initiative and imagination in their fund raising activities.

ABCC takes no official position regarding the type of activity entered upon to raise funds and takes no responsibility therefore.  ABCC assumes no liability for the safety of anyone participating in any event and each candidate is encouraged to obtain appropriate insurance.  ABCC assumes no responsibility for the legality of any fundraising methods and encourages all candidates to determine for himself or herself that such methods comply with all local, state, and federal laws and ordinances.  

12.
The cost of campaign materials and events will not be reimbursed by ABCC and cannot be taken out of donations raised.  Donated funds or contributions may not be spent for any campaign related expenses including: duplication of flyers, trophies, banners, T-shirts, food and drinks, salaries or other campaign related compensation. 

13.
Fifty percent 50% of the money collected will be donated to the 501 © (3) charity of each candidate’s choice.  The designated charity shall have ties with the Apollo Beach area (33572) such as having an office in the Apollo Beach area or documented service to the Apollo Beach community.  The other Fifty percent 50% will be used at the discretion of the ABCC to further ABCC activities.  Monies will be held by the ABCC and disbursed to each chosen charity in the candidate’s name after the new Honorary Mayor takes office.  


14.  
Duties of the Honorary Mayor include, but are not limited to the following: participating in all ABCC functions, attending Ribbon Cuttings, Grand Opening Ceremonies, and various local events within the community.  The Honorary Mayor is encouraged to wear the “Honorary Mayor” sash at events for recognition.
The Honorary Mayor has no decision making position or responsibility in the community or in the ABCC. The Honorary Mayor does not have the authority to and shall not commit the ABCC to any activity or to endorse any activity in their name or in the name of the ABCC.  The Honorary mayor is NOT authorized to take a political stand on any issue as Honorary Mayor or in the name of the ABCC.  

15.
The Honorary Mayor gives permission for his/her name and/or picture be used in any broadcast, telecast, brochure, or written account of any “official event.”  

16.
The Honorary Mayor agrees to demonstrate good judgment at all times.  The Honorary Mayor position may be terminated by a vote of the ABCC Executive Board as the Board deems necessary.  In the event the Mayor is terminated, or can no longer fulfill his/her duties, the runner up will then be asked to assume the responsibilities of that position for the balance of the term.

17.
The Honorary Mayor receives no salary or compensation for his/her service to the community in this capacity.
18.
Winner will receive a $200 credit towards (1) one year membership in ABCC, or if a current member, $200 credit towards a future membership.
